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STEP 3 Send information from the IDS computer by opening a
game and entering a play. The data should appear in the
top section of the DSTI monitor window, shown in
Figure 2. The bottom section is for monitoring data
going out of DSTI.

Setting Up IDS Basketball Software

STEP 1 Locate the computer where DSTI is installed.

STEP 2 Open DSTI. Select Start | Programs | Daktronics |
DSTI | DSTI. The DSTI Interface window is shown in
Figure 1.

Creating Venus 7000 Sequences for the IDS — DSTI
Interface

Daktronics provides a basic set of graphic sequences. The following
steps help set up those sequences. Refer to your Venus 7000
operations manual or other documentation for help creating
sequences from scratch.

STEP 1 Configure the RTD Sign Number. In the Venus 7000
Shell, click [CONFIGURE] and select the Signs file tab.
Select the sign that you are working with, and click
[EDIT]. Select the Advanced file tab, as shown in Figure
6. Set the Enhanced RTD Sign Number to 1. Click [OK].

Create an RTD folder for your RTD sequences. From the
Venus 7000 Shell, click [FILES]. Figure 7 will appear.
Right-click on the sign and select Create Library. In the
Create Library prompt, shown in Figure 8, Enter Rtd
and click [ok].

library. An RTD folder

is now located under your sign.

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STEP 7 Next, set up the cells on the stats interface page to
display the sequences created in Step 3. Right-click on
an empty cell and select Edit Cell, as shown in the circle
Figure 11. In the Script field, enter a name for the cell
being created (Example: Team HSTL BB). The Venus
7000 Sequence Library contains recommended names
for the sequences.

STEP 8 Right-click on the cell just created, and then select Edit
Script File, as shown in Figure 11.

STEP 9 Click Add Line. Refer to the Venus 7000 Operators
Manual for the proper script settings. In the Venus
library, locate the sequence created for this interface and
refer to the Scripting Information section for the proper
settings.

Note: At this point, test the sequence just created.

Testing the Sequence

STEP 1 Click [MONITOR], located at the bottom right
of the stats interface page, as shown in
Figure 11. In the monitor window, select
View | Always on Top.
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Select your sign from the drop-down menu.
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Click on one of the script buttons you edited,
then select on a player from the rosters, and
click [AccepPT]. Verify that the information
appears correctly in the monitor window.

STEP 10 Repeat Steps 7-9 for each of the sequences created.
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
